One of the most important goals in the PERSIAN Cohort is the empowerment of medical universities throughout Iran to
perform high quality clinical research, while enhancing the health of populations. Creating collaborations between
universities, both national and internationally is another goal in order to improve research capabilities. One of the
important outputs of any study is presentation of the results in international communities and publication in prestigious
scientific journals. For this reason, this document has been developed to encourage and guide scientists towards using the

PERSIAN Cohort data, while providing rules to ensure consistent and uniform publications.

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Part I: Data Access and Procedures
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All data is stored in a centralized server accessible by the CSSC. LPI at each university also has access to data from his/her
affiliated cohort center. Researchers requesting PERSIAN Cohort data/samples, can gain access to the data in one of two
ways depending on the type of proposal—single-center study proposals and multi-center study proposals—as described

below.
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Single-Center Study Proposals: iy ST sz b

Data from each cohort site is the intellectual property of the affiliated Medical University and the LSC must decide about

its use. Each university can analyze and publish its own data without any restrictions.
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= Note 1: All proposals must be submitted on the PERSIAN Cohort Access Portal and complete the standard review

processes for a single-center study.
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= Note 2: If universities are approached by other national or international institutions for data/sample use, they must

first make certain that the proposal is actually a single center study and that investigators are not approaching other
PERSIAN cohort sites with the same proposal separately. If data from more than one cohort site is needed for a study,
the proposal will not be considered a single-center study proposal anymore and must be submitted as a multi-center

study proposal to the CSSC.

o Full proposal forms must be completed and submitted on the access portal for scientific evaluation by
reviewers.
o Study PI must indicate adherence to authorship rules set by the PERSIAN Cohort.
o The final decision about the study proposal will be made by LSC based on reviewer comments in one of

the following ways:

v Rejection of study proposal
v Revisions to the study proposal
v Acceptance of the study proposal

8.  Return of cleaned data or any new indexes/variables created through the project to the PERSIAN Cohort data
server (after publication).

o Any new variables/indexes developed in a study must be returned to the PERSIAN Cohort to be added
in the centralized server for others’ use. This will only occur once the developers have published their
findings. Any use of the indexes/variables must reference the original publications.
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= Note 3: While developing new indexes/variables is encouraged when necessary, researchers cannot re-create the same
index/variable that is already available in the PERSIAN Cohort data dictionary and must use what has already been
created. This will help keeping the values/definitions of variables consistent in various studies.
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= Note 4: No data will be released without formal proposal submission in the access portal and completion of steps

outlined above.
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Note 5: There will be no exceptions for completion of the aforementioned steps. Even LPI must also submit a proposal

and complete the review processes to use the cohort data/samples.
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Note 6: In the abstract, keywords and methods section (in the main body) of all single-center study publications,
reference to the origin of the data/samples must be made by mentioning the full study name “Prospective

Epidemiological Research Studies in IrAN — PERSIAN Cohort.” Prior to publications, a technical reviewer must

approve adherence to this note.
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= Note 7: The decision about authorship and the order of authors is to be made by the P1 of the proposed study.

If a study requires data from more than one cohort center, the proposal must be submitted to the CSSC for evaluation

though the same steps mentioned for single-center study proposals. The final decision on any multi-center study proposal

will be made by the CSSC, but with the notification to the LPI.
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= Note 8: All proposals must be submitted on the PERSIAN Cohort Access Portal to complete standard reviewing as

outlined above.
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= Note 9: In order to increase collaboration of researchers at the Medical Universities affiliated with cohort studies,
CSSC is required to link 1-2 individuals from each participating cohort center to the proposed study PI. These
individuals will be chosen with assistance from LPI and based on past experiences in the study topic. They will be in
direct contact with the P1, assisting in ways dictated by the PI. Upon completion of the study, the names of these
individuals is also to be included in all publications, given that they have made their required contribution, and met

the Authorship Rules outlined in Part 11 of this document.

(ICMJE)’s Recommendations for the Conduct, Reporting, Editing, and Publication of Scholarly Work in Medical Journals.

4 Recommendations for the Conduct, Reporting, Editing, and Publication of Scholarly Work in Medical Journals
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As encouraged by the ICMJE “all individuals who meet the first criterion should have the opportunity to participate in the
review, drafting, and final approval of the manuscript.” Therefore, in order to increase collaboration of researchers at the
Medical Universities affiliated with cohort studies, who meet criteria 1, it is the policy of the PERSIAN Cohort to link 1-2
individuals from each participating cohort center to the proposed study PI based on past experiences in the study topic.
They will be in direct contact with the PI, and assisting in ways dictated by the Pl. Upon completion of the study, the
names of these individuals is also to be included in all publications, given that they have made their required contribution,
and meet the remaining criteria mentioned above.

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The abovementioned guidelines must be met in all publications using PERSIAN Cohort data/samples, including but not

limited to: abstracts, scientific articles, posters, presentations, etc.
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
